How does the Smile Plan work?
For a monthly fee you can select a plan that
contains the type of service you will require.
Choose from the Bronze maintenance-oriented
plan up to the fully comprehensive treatment
plan available in the Smile Plan Gold.

TheSmile Plan for Adults
has three levels of care: Smile Plan Bronze, Smile Plan Silver and Smile Plan Gold. All three plans include

insurance towards any costs incurred as a result of dental accidents or emergencies, even away from home.

Per person, the Smile Plan Bronze costs £240 per annum if paid in one amount or 

£20.50 per month by direct debit. The plan provides for:
